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What is Bullying?

The National Safe Schools Framework defines
bullying as repeated verbal, physical, social or
psychological behaviour that is harmful and
involves the misuse of power by an individual or
group towards one or more persons. Cyberbullying
refers to bullying through information and
communication technologies. Conflicts or fights
between equals and single incidents are not
defined as bullying. Bullying of any form or for any
reason can have long-term effects on those
involved, including bystanders.

In short, bullying is a repeated pattern of harmful
verbal, physical or social behaviour which involves
the misuse of power. Cyberbullying is bullying
through the internet or mobile devices.
